COVID-19 Isolation & Testing

If you have symptoms of COVID-19, or if you have been in contact with
someone who is infected, you will be asked to stay apart from others.

This is also called isolation or quarantine. COVID-19 spreads easily. Staying
apart helps stop the virus from spreading.
