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FOREWORD

The Westchester County Department of Health (WCDH) plays a leading role in promoting health,
preventing disease, and prolonging meaningful life for Westchester County residents. The WCDH’s
ongoing mission involves monitoring and controlling the spread of diseases, regulating air and water
quality, enforcing state and local sanitary codes, promoting and endorsing local public health

activities, and ensuring the availability of community health services.

To comply with New York State Public Health Law, WCDH has collaborated with local hospitals and
other community health partners to complete a Community Health Assessment (CHA) Survey, which
describes the current health status of Westchester County residents, identifies existing gaps and
health care barriers, assesses the availability and accessibility of health care services, and specifies
public health priorities in the county. In addition, a Community Health Improvement Plan (CHIP) has
been crafted to lay out the specific objectives, goals, and actions of the Health Department which

address the public health priorities identified in the Community Health Assessment.

Supplementing the Westchester County Community Health Assessment (CHA) and Community
Health Improvement Plan (CHIP), 2019-2021, six additional data reports are compiled to provide

detailed data addressing specific areas relevant to the county’s public health. These reports are:

This report for Vital Statistics over the period 2011-2017 presents information on births and deaths
among Westchester residents. Due to the fact that the 2017 data are incomplete, we report 2016 data
for detailed information when the 2017 data are not available. Birth information is presented on:
birth rates by municipality, births by mother’s age, region of origin, educational level, prenatal care
activities, the infant’s birthweight, delivery method, insurance coverage, feeding method in hospital
and gestational age. The number of deaths among Westchester County residents is presented by age,
sex, race/ethnicity and major causes of death. Information for this report was from the New York

State Department of Health — Vital Statistics Section.
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HIGHLIGHTS

Due to the incompleteness of the 2017 vital statistics data, 2016 data are reported when the 2017 data
are not available.

In 2017, 10,429 infants were born to Westchester County residents and 10,273 for 2016. The birth
rate was 10.7 and 10.6 per 1,000 respectively. The number of births in Westchester County has
shown an overall decrease of 2.7% over the period 2011 to 2017.

Of the infants who were born to Westchester County residents in 2016, 68.7% were actually born
within the county, 14.9% were born in New York City, and 15.4% were born outside of New York
State. The rest were born in other counties of New York State.

In 2016, 54.5% of infants were born to white women, 16.2% to black women, and 29.2% to women of
other races. Thirty-five percent were born to Hispanic women. Over forty percent (41.8%) of the
infants were born to mothers of foreign national origin in 2016.

In 2016, the average maternal age was 31.6 years: 32.5 years among whites, 30.0 years among blacks,
and 29.6 years among Hispanics.

Approximately eight percent of the infants were born with low birthweight in 2016: 6.9% among
whites, 11.3% among blacks, and 7.0% among Hispanics.

Over eight percent (8.9%) of the infants were born prematurely in 2016.

In 2016, 19.9% of the infants were born to mothers who delayed prenatal care (until the second or
third trimester) or sought no prenatal care at all. The percent of mothers who delayed or did not seek
prenatal care was higher among teenage mothers, black and Hispanic women, and women with less
than a high school education.

There were 910 cases of preterm births with the overall rate being 8.8%. For black women 10.8% of
births were preterm compared to 8.2% for their white counterparts.

In 2016, 40.9% of infants were born to women who used Medicaid as their primary insurance
coverage at the time of delivery: 28.4% among whites, 56.3% among blacks, and 65.9% among
Hispanics.

In 2016, 37.4% of infants were delivered by Cesarean section in 2016 compared to 33.7% in 2015.

Over half (52.6%) of all infants were fed exclusively by breastmilk (in hospital) in 2016. Milk type
feeding varied by maternal age and race and ethnicity. Over 30.0% of mothers under 20 years fed
their infants exclusively by breast milk compared to almost 60.0 per cent of mothers aged 30 years
and older. White mothers had higher rates (58.0%) of exclusive breast milk feeding of their infants
compared to their black counterparts (38.3%). Hispanic women had a rate of 43.8%.



There were 7,163 deaths registered in Westchester County in 2017 with a death rate of 734.4 per
100,000 population. There were 7,094 deaths registered in 2016 with a death rate of 731.9 per
100,000 population.

The average age of death was 77.6 years in 2016: 79.2 years for whites, 69.6 for blacks and 69.0 for

Hispanics.

Infant mortality was 3.2 per 1,000 live births in 2017 compared to 3.3 per 1,000 live births in 2016.

Blacks had the highest infant mortality rate compared to other racial groups.

The three (3) leading causes of death were diseases of the circulatory system (36.3%), neoplasms
(24.2%) and diseases of the respiratory system (9.2%). Circulatory system diseases and neoplasms
were especially dominant in the 30-64 years age group and those 65 years and older. Respiratory
system diseases as a cause of death was relatively prominent among those 65 years and older and

those 1-29 years old.

The leading causes of deaths among infants in 2016 were perinatal conditions (55.9%), congenital
malformations (11.8%) and abnormal clinical and laboratory findings (8.8%).



BIRTHS

A total of 10,429 infants were born to Westchester County residents in 2017, with a birth rate of
10.7 live births per 1,000 people. This is similar to 2016, where a total of 10,273 infants were
born to Westchester County residents: a birth rate of 10.6 live births per 1,000 people. In 2011, a
total of 10,719 infants were born to Westchester County residents: with a birth rate of 11.4 live
births per 1,000 people.

The number of births has decreased by 2.7% since 2011 from 10,719 to 10,429 births (Figure 1).

Among the infants born in 2016, the majority were born within the county (68.7%), almost
15.0% were born in New York City (NYC), and approximately 1.0% were born in other counties
of New York State (Figure 2).

There were 5,562 male infants and 5,011 female infants born in 2016. The ratio of males to
females was 1.11 to 1.

In 2016, 4,138 of the infants were first-born (40.3%), 3,743 were the second child (36.4%), and
2,389 were third or higher order births (23.3%).

There were 9,835 infants born as singleton births (95.7%); 435 infants were born as twins (3.0%)
and three (3) infants were born in multiple births in 2016.




Race and Ethnicity

e In 2016, 5,606 infants were born to white women (54.5%), 1,667 were born to black women
(16.2%), and 2,997 (29.2%) were born to women of other races and 35.0% of infants were born to
Hispanics (Figure 3).

Country of Origin

e Over 40.0% of the infants born in 2016 had mothers of foreign national origin. Over 13.0% were
born to mothers who came from Central or South America, 5.7% were born women from
Mexico, 8.5% were born to women of the Caribbean nations, 7.1% were born to women from
Asia or the Middle East, 5.2% were born to women from Canada, Australia, or the European
countries and 2.1% were born to women from African countries (Figure 4).

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Maternal Age

Most children were born to women between 25 and 39 years of age in both 2016 and 2017 (80.5%
and 80.8%, respectively). Approximately one-fifth were born to women of ages 25-29, and over
one-third were born to women of ages 30-34. Approximately one tenth were born to women
ages 20-24 (9.8% for both years). Less than 3.0% were born to mothers under 20 years of age, and
about 7.0% were born to mothers of 40 years and older (Figure 5).

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Among children born to white women in 2016: 6.2% were born to women aged 20-24, 16.5%
were born to women aged 25-29, 37.6% were born to women aged 30-34, 27.9% were born to
women aged 35-39 and 7.8% were born to women aged 40 and over. Less than 2.0% were born
to women under the age of 20 years (Figure 6).

Among children born to black women in 2016: 17.2% were born to women aged 20-24, 26.5%
were born to women aged 25-29, 26.0% were born to women aged 30-34 and 19.9% were born to
women aged 35-39. Approximately 7.0% were born to women aged 40 and over and 3.7% of
children were born to women younger than 20 years

Among children born to Hispanic women in 2016: 16.2% were born to women aged 20-24, 26.9%
were born to women aged 25-29; 28.2% were born to women aged 30-34, 17.9% were born to
women aged 35-39, 5.1% were born to women aged 40 and over and 5.8% of children were born
to women younger than 20 years.

e The average maternal age at birth in 2016 was 31.6 years. The average maternal age was higher
among infants born to white women (32.5 years) than those born to black women (30.0 years) or
Hispanic women, 29.6 years (Figure 7).

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The average maternal age for U.S-born women was 31.7 years. Average maternal ages were
higher among women of European, Canadian, Russian, or Australian national origin (33.3 years),

and women from Asian or Middle Eastern nations (32.6 years). The maternal ages were lower

among women from Mexico, the Caribbean and Central America and South America, 30.4 years,

30.6 years and 30.7 years, respectively, (Figure 8).

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Average maternal ages increased with educational level. Women with less than a high school
education and those with a high school diploma/GED had the lowest average maternal age (28.5
and 28.8 years respectively). Women with a bachelors or an advanced degree were more likely to
give birth after age 30 years (Figure 9).

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Residential Areas

e About 46.0% of the infants were born to women living in the Southwest and Southeast Health
Planning Regions.

e Some municipalities had significantly! higher birth rates than the county average such as
Elmsford, Sleepy Hollow and Peekskill. Municipalities significantly below the county average
include Pound Ridge, Scarsdale and Somers (Figure 10).

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Birthweight

In 2016, 6.4% of infants were born with a birthweight between 1,550 to 2,499 grams (“low
birthweight”), and 1.5% were born with a birthweight below 1,500 grams (“very low
birthweight”). (Figure 11). The overall low birthweight was 7.9%.

The proportion of infants born with low birthweight (less than 2,500 grams) varied by race and
ethnicity. In 2016, blacks had the greatest proportion of low birthweight babies. Hispanics had a
slightly lower proportion of infants with low birthweights than whites.

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e With respect to maternal behavior during pregnancy in 2016, the average birthweight for infants
born to women who did not smoke or use illicit drugs during pregnancy was 3,260 grams.
Among women who smoked during pregnancy, the average birthweight among infants was 3,112
grams? (Figure 12).

¢ Among infants born to mothers who reported using illicit drugs without smoking, the average
birthweight was 2,816 grams. Among infants born to mothers who both smoked and used illicit
drugs, the average birthweight was 2,943 grams. All mothers who used drugs, smoked or both
had significantly lower average birthweight for infants compared to those who did not smoke or
use illicit drugs during pregnancy in 2016.

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e Among infants born in 2016, 19.9% were born to women who delayed or sought no prenatal care
(excluding cases with incomplete prenatal care information), 15.8% of infants were born to
mothers who started their prenatal care during the second trimester, 3.7% were born to mothers
who started prenatal care during the third trimester, and 0.4% were born to mothers who did not
seek prenatal care at all (Figure 13).

¢ Young women were more likely to delay prenatal care. Among the infants born to mothers aged
10-17 years of age, over half (53.5%) were born to mothers who never sought or delayed prenatal
care until the second or third trimester. Among those infants born to mothers 18-19 years of age,
37.2% were born to mothers who delayed or sought no prenatal care. In comparison, the

percentage of infants born to mothers aged 25-39 who delayed or did not seek prenatal care was
only 17.6%.

Black women were more likely to delay prenatal care until the second or third trimester
compared to white women. Over 15.0% of infants born to white women had delayed or no
prenatal care, compared to 30.8% of infants born to black mothers. Women of Hispanic ethnicity
were more likely to delay or have no prenatal care compared to white women. Among infants
born to Hispanic mothers, 19.8% were born to mothers who did not seek prenatal care until the
second trimester, 3.9% were born to mothers who did not seek care until the third trimester, and
0.2% were born to mothers without prenatal care (Figure 14).

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As level of education increased, the overall percentage of mothers who delayed or did not seek
prenatal care in 2016 decreased (Figure 15). Among infants born to women with less than a high
school education, 30.2% were born to mothers who sought no prenatal care or prenatal care in
the second or third trimester. This percentage decreased to 13.9% among those infants born to
women with a degree beyond college.

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Prenatal care varied by mother’s geographical region of origin in 2016. Women born in the USA
were less likely to delay or have no prenatal care (16.6%); this was similar to women born in
Europe/Canada/Australia/Russia (18.4%). Women from Central/South America, the Caribbean
and Africa were more likely to delay or have no prenatal care (24.2%, 31.2%, and 33.5%,
respectively (Figure 16).

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Gestational Age

e Nine hundred and ten infants (8.8%) were born preterm?® in 2016. Over eight percent of births
among white women and 8.9% of births among Hispanic women were preterm births. Black

women had the highest percentage of preterm births 10.8% (Figure 17).

Insurance Coverage

e Among births in 2016, more than one-third of infants were born to women with Medicaid as
their primary insurer. More than half were born to women who had either private insurance or

some other form of financial coverage. Less than one percent of women paid for delivery out-of-

pocket (Figure 18).

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e Use of Medicaid for insurance coverage was the dominant method of coverage for younger
mothers in 2016. Over 78.0% of women under the age of 25 years were more likely to have
Medicaid for insurance coverage of childbirth (Figure 19). Whereas, 27.2% of women over 30
years used Medicaid as coverage of childbirth.

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Insurance coverage for childbirth varied by mother’s region of origin. 27.3% of the women born
in the United States had Medicaid coverage for childbirth, compared to 77.8% of women born in
Mexico, 71.7% from Central or South America, 62.3% of women from the Caribbean, 50.0% from
Africa. Women from either Asia and the Middle East or Europe, Canada, Australia, and Russia
were less likely to have Medicaid, 26.9% and 30.6%, respectively (Figure 21).

e Opver thirty-five per cent (37.4%) of all births were delivered by Cesarean section in 2016 (Figure
22), of which 20.0% were primary Cesarean deliveries and 17.4% which were repeat Cesarean

sections.

Almost twenty percent (19.7%) of young mothers under 20 years of age delivered by Cesarean
section, compared to 52.9% of women aged 40 and over.
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e The percentage of births delivered by Cesarean section in 2016 varied by race and ethnicity.
Over thirty five percent (37.6%) of white women had births by Cesarean section, compared to
40.7% of black women and 36.3% of Hispanic women (Figure 23).

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Infant Feeding: Milk Type

e Over half (52.6%) of all births were fed exclusively by breast milk in the hospital after birth in
2016. Over 8.0% were fed by formula alone and 38.4% were fed by both formula and breast milk
(Figure 24).

e The percentage of births that were fed by breast milk alone varied by maternal age (Figure 24).
Over thirty percent (35.2%) of mothers under 20 years of age fed their children exclusively by
breast milk, increasing to almost 60.0% for mothers ages 30 years and over.
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The percentage of births that were fed by breastmilk alone varied by race and ethnicity. Fifty
eight percent of white women fed their infants by breastfeeding alone during their hospital stay,
compared to 38.3% of black women and 43.8% of Hispanic women (Figure 25).

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DEATHS

e There were 7,163 deaths registered in Westchester County in 2017 with a death rate of 734.4 per
100,000. There were 7,094 deaths registered in 2016, 3,373 males and 3,721 females. The overall
death rate was 731.9 per 100,000.

e The average overall age of death was 77.6 years in 2016. The average age of death for
females was 80.9 years compared to 74.0 years for males in 2016. The average age at death
was 79.2 for whites, 69.6 for blacks and 69.0 for Hispanics in 2016 (Figure 26).

e The 2016 death rate was 917.9 per 100,000 for whites, 662.1 for blacks and 173.0 for Hispanics.

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Residential Areas

Compared to the county average, death rates were significantly higher in areas such as Ossining

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Infant Mortality

e There were 36 infant deaths in 2017 with an infant mortality rate of 3.5 per 1,000 live births. In
2016 there were 34 infant deaths with an infant mortality rate of 3.3 deaths per 1,000 live births
(Figure 29).4

e The infant mortality rate for white infants was 2.1 per 1,000 live births in 2016. The rate for
black infants was 7.8 per 1,000 live births over the same period.

e Blacks have the highest infant mortality rate compared with other racial groups.

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Major Causes of Death

Over thirty-six percent of total deaths were due to diseases of the circulatory system in 2016.
Approximately one quarter (24.2%) were due to neoplasms and 9.2% were due to diseases of the

respiratory system (Figure 30).

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e Diseases of the circulatory system (39.1%) and neoplasms (23.1%) were the most common causes
of death in the 65 years and older age group in 2016 (Figure 31).

e The two major causes of death for residents 30-64 years were neoplasms (32.4%) and diseases
of the circulatory system (26.8%).

e Accidents and related incidents (external causes of morbidity and mortality) accounted for
the greatest number of deaths in the 1-29 year age group (60.2%), followed by other causes
(14.3%), neoplasms (8.3%) and diseases of the respiratory system (5.3%).

e The death rate was the lowest for infants (3.3 per 1,000 live births) and represented less than
one percent of total deaths. Over three quarters (76.5%) of the deaths to infants were related to
other causes. These included deaths related to: perinatal conditions (55.9%), congenital
malformations (11.8%) and abnormal clinical and laboratory findings (8.8%).

e In 2016, there were more deaths among women (3,721) than men (3,373) in Westchester County.
The death rates were 720.2 and 742.9 per 100,000 for women and men respectively.

e Diseases of the circulatory system, neoplasms, and diseases of the respiratory system were the
three leading causes of death among both women and men (Figure 32).

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Appendix 1. Data Sources and Definitions for Vital Statistics

The vital statistics presented in this report are based on the certificate records of live births,
deaths, and fetal deaths of Westchester County residents in the United States. The source of this
information is the New York State Department of Health 2018. The most current vital statistics
data available is for 2016. Limited information on aggregated tables for 2011 are available from
NYSDOH’s website.

Beginning on January 1, 2004, the NYSDOH implemented a web-based registration of all live birth
certificates for all counties of New York State excluding New York City (NYSENYC). Web-based
live birth certificates were revised to incorporate National Center of Health Statistics (NCHS)
guidelines. These changes applied only to New York State hospitals exclusive of New York City
area. New York City uses their own version of the live birth certificate.

Race: For the live birth years 2004 onward, racial categories were defined by the 2000 US
Census Bureau guidelines. This format allows for more than one race to be selected among
multiple race categories, and also has the new categories of White Alone and Black Alone,
which are exclusive of any other race categories. The definition for “Other” race in our
vital statistics includes the 2000 US Census Bureau racial categories of “Other Race”,
“American Indian”, “Asian”, “Native Hawaiian or Other Pacific Islander”, and “Two or
More Races”.

Residence: The usual place of residence for the person to whom the event occurred. For
births and fetal deaths, residence is defined as the mother’s usual place of residence.

Live Births: A live birth is defined as "the complete expulsion or extraction from its mother
of a product of conception, irrespective of duration of pregnancy, which, after such
separation, breathes or shows any other evidence of life such as beating of the heart,
pulsation of the umbilical cord or definite movement of voluntary muscles, whether or not
the umbilical cord has been cut or the placenta is attached" (Vital Statistics of New York
State 1999, New York State Department of Health).

Birth Rate: Annual number of live births per 1,000 total population.

Infant Birthweight: Infant Birthweight is grouped as very low birthweight (less than 1,500
grams), low birthweight (1,500 to 2,499 grams), and normal birthweight (2,500 grams or
more).

Gestation Weeks: Gestation weeks are defined as “the interval between the first day of the

mother’s last normal menstrual period and the date of delivery.” Gestation weeks are
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grouped as premature birth (less than 37 weeks gestational period), and normal length of
gestation (gestational period of 37 weeks or more).

Time Starting Prenatal Care: Time starting prenatal care is measured by the number of
months of the pregnancy at the time prenatal care was initiated.

Maternal Exposure to Smoking During Pregnancy: Mother used any tobacco products during
pregnancy. This is self-reported.

Maternal Exposure to Drug Use During Pregnancy. Mother used any of the following:
cocaine, crack, heroin, methadone, marijuana, amphetamines, or un-prescribed sedatives
during pregnancy. This is self-reported.

Cesarean Section: The surgical delivery of the newborn while the mother is under general
anesthesia. Cesarean section is usually the result of an abnormal delivery situation, once the
mother has already gone into labor. A primary C-section refers to the first instance of
delivery by Cesarean section. A repeat C-section is a Cesarean delivery in which a woman
has previous delivery by a C-section. A vaginal birth after C-section, or VBAC, is a vaginal
delivery by a woman who has previously delivered by C-section.

Mother’s Country/Region of Origin:

e The Caribbean Region includes Antigua and Barbuda, the Antilles, the Bahamas,

Barbados, Cuba, Dominica, Dominican Republic, Guyana, Haiti, Jamaica, Montserrat,
Nevis & St. Christopher, Puerto Rico, St. Lucia, St. Martin, Trinidad, and the Virgin
Isles.

e Central and South America includes the countries of Argentine, Belize, Bolivia, Brazil,
Chile, Colombia, Costa Rica, Ecuador, El Salvador, Guatemala, Honduras, Nicaragua,
Panama, Paraguay, Peru, Uruguay, and Venezuela.

e Countries of Asia include Afghanistan, Bangladesh, Cambodia, China, Hong Kong,
Indonesia, India, Iran, Israel, Japan, Jordan, North Korea, Kuwait, Laos, Lebanon,
Nepal, Pakistan, Palestine, the Philippines, Saudi Arabia, South Korea, Sri Lanka,
Syria, Taiwan, Thailand, Turkey, Vietnam, and Yemen.

e The region of Europe, Canada, and Australia includes the countries of Albania,

Armenia, Austria, Belarus, Belgium, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Bulgaria, Croatia,
Czechoslovakia, Denmark, Estonia, Finland, France, Georgia, Germany, Greece,
Hungary, Ireland, Italy, Latvia, Lithuania, Montenegro, the Netherlands, Norway,
Poland, Portugal, Romania, Russia, Serbia, Slovakia, Slovenia, Spain, Sweden,
Switzerland, Ukraine, the United Kingdom, and Yugoslavia. Canada, Australia, and
New Zealand are also included in this geographic region.

e Africa includes the countries of Algeria, Angola, Burkina Faso, Cameroon, Central
African Republic, Chad, Cote D’Ivoire, the Democratic Republic of Congo, Egypt,
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Ethiopia, Gabon, Gambia, Ghana, Kenya, Liberia, Morocco, Mozambique, Nigeria,
Senegal, Sierra Leone, South Africa, Swaziland, Tanzania, Uganda, Zambia, and
Zimbabwe.

Fetal Deaths: A fetal death is defined as "the death prior to the complete expulsion or extraction
from its mother of a product of conception; the death is indicated by the fact that after such
separation, the fetus does not breathe or show any other evidence of life such as beating of the
heart, pulsation of the umbilical cord or definite movement of voluntary muscles" ( Vita/
Statistics of New York State 2000, New York State Department of Health). New York State

Public Health Law requires the registration of all fetal deaths regardless of the length of
gestation of the fetus.

Causes of Deaths: In this report, the cause of death is the underlying cause based on the
death certificate, classified according to the World Health Organization’s International
Classification of Diseases (ICD), Tenth Revision, as the disease or injury

Infant Mortality Rate: Annual number of deaths under one year of age per 1,000 live births
occurring during the year.

Death Rate: Annual number of deaths per 100,000 total population.
